Unlike private and church run schools, state
public schools do not charge a compulsory school
fee. However, we do have a voluntary
contribution of $30 for a single student of $40
for a family. This money is not kept by the
school but given to the P&C who then use it to
purchase some of the many great things we have
at the school, eg, play equipment, the air cooling
system, library books, infants' equipment,
Kindergarten hats, etc. It is not a great amount
but it is important so that the P&C can function
properly for the benefit of all students.

Stewart HouseStewart House is a wonderful
establishment located at Harbord just north of
Manly in Sydney. It gives the opportunity to
children from families finding it a bit tough to
spend two weeks near the sea, attending school
and having various medical checkups undertaken.
Most teachers in NSW have money deducted
from their pay each fortnight to support the
running of Stewart House but rising costs mean
that the raising of funds from other sources is
now necessary.
