Sporting Injuries 

The NSW Government provides free sporting 

injuries cover for all school children.  All school 

children in NSW who participate in school 

authorised sporting or athletic activities are 

automatically covered at no cost to the school or 

parents.  The scheme covers death and 

permanent injuries for children who are 

seriously injured while participating in school 

operated or approved sporting or athletic 

activities. Significant lump sum compensation is 

payable depending upon the severity of the 

injury.  The Scheme does not cover medical 

expenses or dental injuries.  Parents and 

guardians should consider their family’s 

insurance needs and have health insurance as 

appropriate to their circumstances. All serious 

injuries must be reported by the school principal 

or school official as soon as possible after the 

incident.

! If you feel like you are being followed or 

threatened, cross the street, change 

direction, vary your pace and enter a shop or 

occupied house.
